The Slavery Debate Erupts Again

· 1849:  15 slave states, 15 free states, Calif. wants to join as free--3 other states would probably join as free

· Henry Clay and Daniel Webster want a compromise to avoid civil war

· John C. Calhoun: South may secede if it’s demands concerning slavery and fugitive slaves are not met

Compromise of 1850
· Clay and Stephen Douglas push the compromise through Congress

· Calif. Enters as free

· Fugitive Slave Act

· Fines for helping runaway slaves

· Judges rewarded for sending runaways back

· Many northerners angered 

Uncle Tom’s Cabin

· Novel written by Harriet Beecher Stowe to show the evils of slavery and the Fugitive Slave Act

· Bestseller in the North--many realize slavery needs to stopped
