Task:  Using the information on pgs. 600-602, and any other information in the book, write a believable “journal entry” from the point of view of an immigrant to America.  In your journal entry, talk about the following:

· What country you came from

· Why you left

· What the journey was like

· What are your hopes and fears about starting a new life in America?

· What was it like when you went through “processing” when you arrived (Ellis Island, Angel Island)?

*If you have information about ancestors who came to America, you can certainly use that information to help you write your journal entry.  You can even use the name of a real ancestor if you choose.  Feel free to talk to relatives about your family history—the more realistic your information, the better!

· You may write this as one entry, or you may break into two or more entries that would have been written on different days.  

· Write from the first person point of view
